SCIENCE COURSE OFFERINGS

Beginning with the 2005 – 2006 incoming freshmen, all New Mexico students will be required to take three years of science to earn a standard high school diploma. In August, 2003, the New Mexico State Board of Education adopted into law new science standards for all students in grades K – 12. The high school course descriptions in this binder have been written for these new standards. Students may meet the science requirement through one of the following three plans:

Plan I:  ABC

Students select one course from each of the columns in the current A/B/C column structure.

Plan II:  Two Plus

Students select 

1. one course from column A 

2. take the Environmental Studies (chemistry/physics/earth science) course 

3. PLUS any other science course 

Plan III:  Advanced Placement-AP 

All AP science courses receive core science credit.

 Options:

1.  1 AP life science course + 1 course from either column B or 

     C + any other science course

2.  2 AP courses (1 life and 1 physical) + any other science

      course

3.  3 AP courses (1 of which should be life science).

NOTE:  The College Board designates AP science courses as offerings to be taken after introductory high school science course(s).

Students who choose these AP courses will be taking the most academically demanding courses the district offers. Students will receive career guidance and course planning assistance; so, they do not take more AP courses than they can comfortably handle.
