Minutes – January 24, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 7:02 pm by President Meredith Winters.  Twenty members were present.  The minutes from the December 6, 2005 meeting were approved.
REPORTS
Treasurer’s Report – The Balance Sheet and Profit & Loss Budget vs. Actual was distributed.  Everything looks good, we have $73,751.06 in assets.  Only 21 of the 41 teachers have requested their $200 start-up funds.  We still owe some money for the Tech Teacher.  If committee VP’s have bills to pay, please let Diane know.
VP Fine Arts – The jump rope assembly is paid for and planned for March 2nd and 3rd.  The Fine Arts Festival is Feb. 22nd.  Please remind teachers that the itinerant art teacher will be doing a project, but each class is encouraged to do a project also.  Only 5 classrooms have volunteered to perform at the Festival.  The Double Eagle Choir will perform.  No one from Desert Ridge is performing, but perhaps a group from La Cueva will.  The Talent Show is April 24th.  Only 3rd, 4th and 5th graders may try out.

VP Community Assistance – There is a clothing drive going on right now.  The NMPTA would like to encourage all parents to contact their State Representatives urging them to support the parent involvement programs sponsored by the Governor.  More information on this will go out in the Friday Folders.  Julie needs to put out a “Did You Know” regarding the need for helpers for the marquee.  

VP Revenue – The jog-a-thon is gearing up.  They are brainstorming for themes.  Cold Stone would like to have a Double Eagle Night.  Fifty percent of the proceeds would go to DEES.  The details of this are still being worked out.  
VP Science and Technology – Science Fair is this week (1/27).  Set up will be Thursday.  We have 41 judges so far.  If anyone would like to volunteer, that would be great.  The participants will receive a tootsie roll and ribbon for entering and a glow stick when they return to pick up their display on Friday afternoon.  Sandia Family Science Night is February 9th for K – second graders.  We still need volunteers to set up and clean up.  The Tech Teacher (Tanya) will be receiving 110 new pc’s soon!  Double Eagle received over $100,000 from the State for the new computers (thanks to the cluster, Tanya and our Representatives).  She will need help receiving them, hooking them up and taking out the old pc’s.  Any help would be greatly appreciated.  We don’t know exactly when they are arriving, but we will get the word out.  Double Eagle will also be receiving an electronic white board for the Tech Teacher.  The Librarian has submitted a proposal to the PTA requesting funds to help support the FOL in purchasing a stationary electronic white board for her use too.  We have requested that she provide us with a specific dollar amount required.  
VP Staff and Parent Relations – There is no IC report.  Mary Cooley introduced Cori Sullivan as interested in helping next year.

Principal’s Report – Diane is at a leadership conference, Troy gave the report.  The meetings regarding the new school took place last week.  Now they are concentrating on hiring the new principal.  Testing will take place at DE beginning in March.  More info on this will be sent out soon.  Please vote at the Bond Election on February 7.  Taxes will not increase if you vote yes.  A lengthy discussion regarding next year’s fundraising, PTA positions and other items related to the new school was tabled.  It was felt that until a principal is hired, no decisions or plans could be made with any certainty.
