Minutes – October 18, 2005

Meeting was called to order at 7:03 pm by President Meredith Winters.  Twenty-two members were present.

REPORTS

Teacher’s Report – Janet Letscher asked if the teacher’s will receive the $200 start up funds this year.  The answer is yes, if the fundraisers achieve their goals, each teacher will receive $200 for classroom expenses.  Teachers should save their receipts for reimbursement.  We don’t know if we will meet our goal, as several fundraisers are still ongoing.  Teacher support for all school fundraising is critical.  
VP Fine Arts – Julie will be scheduling School House Rock for an assembly in January.  She will also book a Jump Rope program with an evening performance as well.  The DE school choir will begin Tuesdays and Thursdays at 8:00 am in the cafeteria beginning this week.  Students are encouraged to attend a few times to see how they like it, before officially committing to the choir.  The Talent Show will be Wednesday, February 15th.  Third, fourth and fifth graders may try out.  Kim Kapp has volunteered to help with the Reflections program.  There has been a change to the registration process for the Missoula Children’s Theater performance.  Flyers will be going out the students in the Friday folders and newsletter.

VP Community Assistance – Committee chairs, please contact you volunteers if you haven’t already done so.  Our Toy/Game drive for Katrina victims was very successful.  Over 200 pounds of donations were mailed to Louisiana!  Thank you very much!
VP Revenue – Thanks to Harnick and Anderson Orthodontics for purchasing 56 Entertainment Books.  One thousand twenty five books were sold overall, meeting our budget goals.  The top selling classrooms were:  first – McCracken, second – Karas, third – Hague.  Carraba’s Night is progressing nicely.  The food is arranged.  Donation requests will be going out to classrooms this week.  Volunteers are needed to call previous business donors for donations.  School pictures will be October 27th, packets have already gone out.  Double Eagle long sleeve T-shirts and sweatshirts are now available for purchase.  Please sign up for free money by renewing your Smith’s and other grocery store cards and indicating DE as your charity.  They delete all information annually, consequently, the funds we receive are drastically lower this year.  Popcorn sales are going well.  We make about $100 per week from this.  
VP Science and Technology – Explora is coming the week of December 12th for third through fifth graders.  We still need someone to coordinate with the teachers.  Science Fair will be January 27, 2006.  Sandia Family Science Night will be after winter break for kindergarten through second graders.  We need volunteers to help our Technology Teacher (Tanya) with computer maintenance.  Our current helpers are all 4th and 5th grade parents and will be leaving.

VP Staff and Parent Relations – We now have 311 members in the PTA.  Only twelve staff members have not joined.  We are considering an “adopt a teacher” promotion to get 100% participation.  Hospitality events for teachers are going well and are much appreciated by the staff.  The November event will probably be during conference week.  

Treasurer’s Report – Everything is great.  The report is in the file.  

Principal’s Report – School is going wonderfully.  Enrollment is at 835.  The changes made to the budget in anticipation of an enrollment shortfall were well worth it.  The disbursed second grade classroom is all settled in.  Troy gave a lengthy overview of the New School Boundary Committee and proposed boundary changes.  There will be a public meeting before winter break.  For more information, the website is available at the school office.
Old Business – The membership voted to approve money be set aside for field trip transportation, 188 for, one vote against. 
New Business – The school can no longer be the sponsor for Boy Scout Pack 241.  Randy Chapman, a representative for the pack, requested that the PTA sponsor the boys.  This allows them to continue meeting at the school.  There is no financial responsibility.  It was moved by Carol Alvin and seconded by Pam Moore that the PTA would sponsor Pack 241.  A vote was taken and approved unanimously.

The minutes from the previous meeting (9/23/05) were approved.  The meeting was adjourned.
