REPORTS

VP Revenue – The jog-a-thon has made $12,916 as of 5/4/06.  We made $482 from the Cold Stone Night.  Entertainment Books will be sold next year, tentatively beginning 9/1 with collection dates of 9/8 and 9/15.  Lori Zumwalt will be chairing this committee.  Red Wheel will be another fundraiser for next year.  Cookie dough and housewares will be sold.  Information will go out in early November, with tentative delivery dates of 11/15, 16 and 17.  T-shirts will be sold with the logo “Two Schools, One Community” for both Double Eagle and Northstar.

VP Community Service – We still need about 300 books to donate to East San Jose for their summer reading program.  We will extend the collection period until this Friday (5/12) and will ask the FOL to make up the difference in Scholastic money.  Mrs. Stepetic has agreed.  The Sock Hop is this Friday, but we still need about 12 parent volunteers.

VP Science and Technology – We have received $4,360 so far for the Technology Teacher’s position.  We are expecting a little more.  We have retained .5 funding for this position for next year.  There will be no Sandia Family Science Night next year.  We need to renegotiate our arrangement with Explora for next year and there will be no Star Party because the Boy Scouts will be doing it.  DE is utilizing the APS Science Kits next year, so the consumable science budget does not need to be as large for 06/07.  We are going to purchase extra books with this year’s left over money.  

VP Staff and Family Relations – Parent/Teacher conferences will be held on 11/16, 11/17, 3/1 and 3/2.  There will be no school at all on those days.  This is a change from our current schedule where we have a week of abbreviated days.  Professional Development days will be:  8/10, 8/11, 9/20, 1/16, 2/9, 4/23.  August 14 is the first day of school.  There will be 1:30 pm dismissal on the 14th and 15th.  Year books will be distributed to the students this Friday.  Classes will organize their own signing parties.

VP Fine Arts - No report.  Thank you for the new PA system.  It is awesome.  We also have a portable PA system now too.

Treasurer’s Report – After a lengthy discussion, the budget for next year was voted on and passed unanimously.  A copy is attached.  

Principal’s Report – Things are going well, not much to report.  Troy talked about how much he and Diane appreciate the DE PTA and how greatly we truly impact the teachers and children of our community.   Mrs. Letscher passed around a card the teachers had signed and written comments to the PTA.
