March 3rd, 2008

The meeting was called to order by President Sarah Jane Allen at 7:05 pm. There were 60 members present. Sarah Jane welcomed all to the meeting and introduced Scott Allen and Denise Moedl (VP’s of Revenue)to present first.

Scott presented a recap of the Direct Donation Drive and the results. He reminded all that the campaign was developed to replace traditional fund raising and allow more time to have volunteers spend in the classroom. He reviewed that the purpose of the campaign was to fund the ongoing PTA budget. He stated that the campaign was very successful and because it rose more than the actual PTA budget, we were in a great position to enhance our student’s education. The theme to be from “Good to Great”.  Scott informed all present of the red tape and approvals that had to be obtained before being able to institute new school programs; this included APS approval, IC council approval, finding the time in the daily schedule, etc. Scott also explained that not everything or every combination would work.  That it was a puzzle to be put together.   He assured the members that all approvals have been received prior to the meeting so that if the members approved the new Curriculum Enhancement Program we could implement it as soon as possible

Del Reanne Lucas was introduced as the chairman for the Curriculum Enhancement Committee.  She reviewed the results of the surveys sent to all parents and teachers. The survey’s top items were in art/music, language arts (95% Spanish) and technology. More P.E., reading programs, math and yoga were next. Del Reanne continued with the results of the research her committee had on the various suggestions received from the surveys. Based on these results along with research and class time availability, the Executive Committee approved the following proposal to be presented for approval by the General PTA membership.
