General Meeting

December 12, 2007

The meeting was called to order by President Sarah Jane Allen at 6:05p.m. There were 54 members in attendance. The minutes from the October 24th meeting were approved as written.

Revenue Report

The VP’s of Revenue, Scott Allen and Denise Moedl reviewed the success of the Direct Donation Drive. The goal was to change the culture of fundraising at Double Eagle. It was the goal of the team to reach 100% participation from the community. We achieved 90% and a total of $48,000 was donated. This exceeded all of the fundraising efforts combined in the prior school year. Scott and Denise thanked all the parents for their support. They stated that the PTA Executive Boards desire is to hear from the parents as to how to invest in our children’s future. There have been several suggestions so far such as Art and Music each year or more PE through out the year. Scott encouraged all parents to email Sarah Jane with any suggestions. Sarah Jane stated that all ideas would need to be presented to the Executive Committee at the January 14th meeting and then would be taken to the January 16th general meeting for approval by the membership.
New Business
Laura Springer presented literature emphasizing studies that show the benefits of yoga in the learning environment. Examples included dealing with pre-test jitters or to helping transition from the rowdiness of recess to the classroom learning environment. She explained that the IC council had approved a teacher training session for yoga. A motion was made to pay for the training for teachers. A vote was held and it passed to spend no more than $1000 on the sessions and cards.
There was a concerned expressed from a parent in Mrs. Englund’s kindergarten class. She questioned the spending on other items while she stated that her child’s class started the school year without the needed items in the classroom. There was some discussion and Troy Hughes stepped in to set up a meeting with the parent to discuss her concerns.

Sarah Jane presented the Executive Committee’s recommendation to spend $350 on carnival mirrors to reinforce the Learning Is Fun theory and reward the children. A motion was made to spend the funds, a vote was help and the motion was denied.

The Executive Committee has approved an idea of opening a Special Projects Reimbursement Scholarship for teachers who go above and beyond on projects that enhanced the education of our students. 
The project must positively impact not just their class but the entire grade level or the school in general. The purpose is to not let finances restrict a teacher who has a fabulous idea. This is a reimbursement program not to exceed $300 per teacher. There is a required form that must be filled out and approved by the DE PTA Executive Committee before funds are disbursed.  Sarah Jane answered several questions from the members and then a motion was made to approve the program. The voted passed with overwhelming support.
The meeting adjourned at 6:35p.m.
