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Mathemagician’s SUPER Challenge!

K-1 – Do at least 5 activities

2-3 – Do at least 10 activities

4-5 – Do at least 10 activities

Super Abracadabra Activities!

· The Green Bay Packers have 2 jerseys and 2 pairs of pants. One jersey is white and one jersey is green. One pair of pants is white and one pair of pants is gold.  How many different combinations can the Saints wear? What is your favorite combination? (K-1)

· The Steelers have 3 jerseys and 3 pants. One jersey is white, one is black and one is gold. One pair of pants is black, one is white and one is gold. How many different combinations can the Saints wear? What is your favorite combination? (2-3)

· You get to design the Super Bowl uniforms for the Green Bay Packers. You have 8 colors (red, green, yellow, blue, orange, brown, black and purple). Four colors (yellow, red, green and blue) will be used as shirts and they will be solid colored shirts. The other four colors (orange, brown, black and purple) will be used for the pants and the pants will be solid colored. How many combinations of shirts and pants are there? What is your favorite uniform? (4-5)

· What shape is the football field?

· How many yards in a football field? How is a football field numbered? 

· Rashard Mendenhall gets the ball on the 15 yard line and runs for a 15 yard gain. What yard line is he on now?

· Aaron Rodgers takes the snap on the 20 yard line, he drops back 8 yards and is sacked! What yard line is his team on now?

· The offensive linemen are huge! One weighs 325 pounds, one weighs 297 pounds, one weighs 302 pounds, one weighs 286 pounds and the last one weighs 315 pounds. Can you line them up from heaviest to lightest? Can you add their total weight? What is their average weight?

· How many yards are needed to make a first down? How many downs does a team get to make a first down? How many combinations can you come up with to make a first down? (4-5)

· In the NFL, teams score 3 points for a field goal, 2 points for a safety, 6 points for a touchdown, and 1 point for an extra point. The extra point is scored only after a touchdown. If the score of the game was Colts 37, Saints 24, how were the points scored? How could the Saints have scored and beaten the Colts?  (4-5)

· Super Bowls are designated by Roman Numerals. What Super Bowl will the Steelers and Packers be playing in? Write the Roman Numeral and the regular number. What other number names could you give to this year’s Super Bowl?

· In Super Bowl XXVI, 48 footballs were used for the game. The Washington Redskins made 73 plays from the line of scrimmage. Buffalo made 82. If the referees tried to use each football an equal number of times, what is the average number of plays for which each football was used?

· What was the score at the end of the first quarter? The second quarter? The third quarter? The end of the game? 

· Which quarterback had the most passing yards? How many did he have? What was his average pass yardage? (Hint: you have to know how many times he threw the ball too!)

· Which running back had the most rushing yards? How many did he have? What was his average yards per carry? (Hint: you have to know how many times he rushed!)

· What was the distance of the longest field goal in the game? What was the distance of the longest punt? If the punt returner returned that punt 17 yards, how long was the net distance?

· You hate to miss any of the game, but you are so hungry! You have $20.00 to buy snacks. A hot dog is $5.75, chips are $3.50 and a drink is $4.00. Do you have enough money to buy that and some candy for $2.50? Will you get change? How much?

· Each quarter of a football game is 15 minutes long. There are four quarters in a game. How many minutes are in a game? How many hours?

· Your mom sends you to the store to buy chips and dip for the big game. Each container of dip serves 6, each bag of chips will serve 12. You are having a huge party and need to have enough dips and chips to feed 50 people. How many containers of dip and how many bags of chips do you need to buy? If each container of dip costs $3.50 and each bag of chips is 2.50, how much money do you need?

· Each team has 35 seconds to run a play in the NFL. Aaron Rodgers is having trouble getting the signal from the sideline to call the next play. The play clock has already run down to 23. How many seconds have been wasted? If it takes 10 seconds to call the play, 5 seconds to get to the line of scrimmage and 8 seconds to snap the ball, does Drew have enough time to get the play off without getting a penalty?

· Traman Williams of the Packers receives the kick at the goal line and runs it back for a touchdown! Count the yards by 10s as he runs down the field. (Remember that the middle of the field is the 50, but then you have to count backwards!)

· The Steelers had 12 first downs in the game and the Colts had 18. Who had more first downs? How many more? How many more yards is that?

· Aaron Rodgers throws 48 passes in the game. He throws an equal number of passes to his four receivers: Greg Jennings, Jordy Nelson, James Jones and Donald Driver. How many passes did each receiver have thrown to him? 

· James Starks runs 40 yards in 4.3 seconds. How fast can you run 40 yards? What is the difference? 

· Mike Wallace has a vertical jump of 20 inches. How high can you jump? What’s the difference?

· How far can you throw a football? How many yards, feet, inches?

· Ben Roethlisberger is 6’5” tall. If you laid him down on the football field, how many Ben Roethlisbergers would it take to stretch the length of the field?
