º HB249 ð Teacher and School Leader Effectiveness  

· APS opposed this bill during the 2012 NM Legislative session  

º Evaluation on one test score ð even though it is three years of scores 
it is still one test  

º Timelines were too accelerated  

· APS supported alternative legislation in 2012 and 2013 
sponsored by Sen. Howie Morales  

· Passed the House Floor but failed to pass out of Senate 
Judiciary and on to the Senate Floor  

º Governor Martinez ordered, through Executive Order, a 
new evaluation system  

º NCLB Waiver has a principle requiring evaluations be 
tied to student achievement  

· Extensions for implementation have been granted by the US 
Government, however, NM has chosen not to take advantage of 
the extension.  

º NMTEACH Council was created  

· Members from around the state

· 5 APS schools participated in a limited pilot for the new

ºSummer 2013:  

· APS & RRPS submit alternative evaluation plans to the
