WHEREAS, as we continue to offer virtual learning options, the state should begin a
comprehensive study to determine what may be needed in legislation, funding, and resources to
fully support expanding virtual learning options within our public schools and through virtual
connectivity across our state, nation and international education institutions; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Albuguerque Public Schools Board of
Education formally requests that the New Mexico State Legislature prepare a memorial to study
the potential options and resources needed for districts to continue with and potentially expand
virtual learning opportunities for our public schools, and

School Boards Association.
