· Lillie Fitzpatrick shared LA Common Core lesson for 6/7/8th, Depth of Knowledge Levels HO

               On the back has four levels of question stems for any teacher and any class.

· Holly Naeb shared LA Common Core Lesson for 6/7/8, Stone Cold: A Lesson on Homes and Homelessness by www.sharemylesson.com.  She spends 1 week on this packet/lesson. Lessons include deducing, infering, reading, group work and discussion time. Then the students begin to sew fleece hats to give to the APS Homeless project.

· Cindy Dennis shared LA & Math Common Core Lessons for 8th grade: Food Pyramid and Technology Activities.  Day 1 uses die cut food pyramid to color and mark. Day 2 use computer lab to use Calorie tracker and physical activity. The reports tell students how they need to eat and they turn it in for a grade. Day 3 Chart their Calories.  Students can then create a PPT for final project. This lesson was done in conjunction with the math teacher. 

· Melissa Blaine shared LA Common Core Lesson for 7/8 Sewing class. 9 Patch Pillow Evaluation.  Melissa brought sample of completed pillow and student evaluation with rubric and four questions they needed to answer using ACED.  Answer, Cite, Expand and Demonstrate. 

· Melissa brought samples of the Sock Frog Hand-sewing project. Several asked for copies of the directions. She will bring them to the next meeting.

· Linda Hansen shared LA & Math Common Core Lessons for 7/8th: Coffee Shop & Careers

Linda shared the handbooks she gives to her students with job descriptions for coffee shop. Students must fill out job resume and apply for their positions. Students work in committees and complete a report with details of their pre-planning. They evaluate themselves. Students use the computers to create many aspects of the event. All the handouts could be adapted for a small catering event or any event.
