· Los Alamos National Labs has five open positions.  Of those, four CNM students are awaiting clearance/background checks.
· Sandia Labs expressed an interest in courses for their employees.
· There seems to be work/school schedule conflicts.
· Going to try to work with them to align schedules.

· There is no room for a water jet cutter in the lab.
· Welding’s plasma cutter could be utilized by MATT.
· Makerbot 3-D printer would be something the program could use as technology progresses.
· SL10 funding is currently on hold.
· The older CNM lathe is not working and is need of repair.
· Diagnostic and service call quote will have to be obtained prior to repair.
· Spring replacement equipment funds could possibly be used  should it not be worth repairing.
· John Bronisz is on a sub-committee that is looking into a CSC course which would be mandatory for students; some of the ideas on the table are:
· Higher retention and college success

· Orientation

· Advisement

· Survey course

· Dual credit at a 3-credit minimum

· Program or cluster focused

· Possible issues with enrollment: 
· High school graduates unable to enroll right out of school in May.
· First term is not offered in the summer.
· Encourage students to go into the associate degree rather than certificate so college level courses are taken first.
· Overfill process will change in Spring 2013.
· Instructors to use their discretion, so waitlist students don’t get put before overfills

· Program pre-requisites:
· Accuplacer exam does not have the ability to diagnose.
· TABE test does a pre/post- test that assists in pinpointing student academic needs.
· Supplemental Instruction (SI)

· IBEST

· ABE instructor is currently co-teaching with James Berry.
· CVI donated material valued at ~$10,000 
· Something will be built that could market the program.
