Updates:

2. Need to decide Next set of meetings and place. After a discussion, decided to stay at Flying Star at Wyoming and Paseo 4-6pm.  Dates set: Feb. 21, March 21, April 18 and no meeting in May.

3. CTE and AVID training will be 2/13/13 at Marriott Hotel Several have signed up to attend. The trainings in the past have been very worthwhile. 

Barbara Mraz of Jefferson MS is doing the Breakfast restaurant. She is taking baby steps. The kitchen has been remodeled. She will sell tickets, get parent help and do it 3rd and 5th periods in April. Students are very excited. She will be using Linda Hansen's model.

Lillie Fitzpatrick at Eisenhower MS is doing a pastry shop before school 1st and 2nd periods. All she needs is a Bake sale permit. They are making muffins ahead of time and freezing. (3 muffins per bag- micro 30 secs)  Making cinnamon rolls ahead of time and freezing. ( 8 in bag). Students will pick theme. Will do the end of Feb. 

Lillie Fitzpatrick shared Common Core lesson on Language Arts- Reading and Deciphering recipes.  Using a ½ page hand out with 4 questions, students read a recipe and answer the questions. 

Linda Hansen shared Common Core lesson on Language Arts- 7/8th, Child Care and Child Abuse packet. 1 week unit lesson. Teacher reads: Pregnancy changes everything. Students then choose from 200 laminated articles to read and summarize in 12 sentences. Title at top, last sentence needs to be why we need this. Students then pair share, read out loud with a friend. Provokes critical thinking. Teacher reads article on Frozen child. Essential rule/outcome: watch children all the time. Then talk about abuse.

Linda Hansen shared common core lesson on Language Arts- 7/8th, What Makes a Good Leader?  Use at end of Family unit. We can all be leaders. 1 animal cartoon picture at each table. Kids list character traits that cartoon has. Laminate the cartoons. They present who could be a leader based on picture. . Day 2 show spiked hair picture and sportsman picture...A good leader is sensitive and needs to accept differences. Teacher read poem : Kids who are Different. Show Einstein photo. Use various handouts on diversity. 

Cindy Dennis shared common core/AVID lesson on Language arts 7/8th.  Mark the Text: Carob.  Have students circle, highlight and underline text. Discuss. Look at recipes with Carob. Could be quick lesson with sub. 

Cindy Dennis shared common core Language Arts 7/8th- Color for Sewing.  Packet enclosed. Read, build vocab, write terms, teacher uses terms in class with example of what student wears. Students find fabric for color schemes, assessment is ACE question, review activity and extension from Project Run Way. Packets go home with kids because there are no books.

Melissa Blaine shared common core lesson on Language arts 7/8th.  Healthy Restaurants article : Restaurant chains advertising healthy food may actually encourage overeating. Part of common core is to dig deeper into the critical thinking of students. This article 1 ½ pages can be read then the following higher order questions need to be answered . Ties to science standards and FACS standards. Great for class discussion on obesity and fast food.

Leesa Trapp shared common core lesson on Language arts 6/7/8th. Word Wall for Academic Vocabulary with Kitchen Tools.  

Diana Rael shared common core lesson on language arts 6/7/8th . Marking the Text with Recipes. Day 1 Each student with recipe-highlight, circle, terms, tools, measurements etc. Teacher goes over all parts. Day 2 Make the recipe and use the marked recipe.  Helped them focus on all they needed. Teaches how to organize for food lab. 

Linda Hansen shared common core lesson on language arts 7/8th. Body Language and job interviewing. Use handout for each student. They write down what Positive and Negative looks like for each. Demonstrate in front of the class. Students then practice with each other- job interview skills and positive non-verbal/body language skills.
